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Did You Know...

...Hurst had a total population of 10 in 1930.
There were two businesses and a post office at
that time.

...Euless had a population of 34 in 1933. The
town had 62 inhabitants in 1935.

...Birdville was once the county seat of Tarrant
County until a bitter election in 1856 gave the
seat to Ft. Worth.

...Due to the fact that Bedford was located equi-
distant between Dallas and Fort Worth at the
turn of the century, the home of Weldon Wiles
Bobo, founder of Bedford, came to be known as
Halfway House.

... A one-room schoolhouse, Florence

School ,was located near the present location of
the Administration Building on this campus. It
was erected in 1903. There is a historical
marker commemorating the school..

...Dove was located 19 miles northeast of Fort
‘Worth and 5 miles northwest of Grapevine.

...Swestern was a small town northeast of Bird-
ville.

...Tarrant, which was south of Euless, had a
population of 25 in 1930 and had 1 business at
that time. The post office and railroad relocated
in 1940 and the town disappeared shortly there-
after.

...8even small towns: Glade, Glenhope, Pleasant
Run, Spring Garden, Pleasant Glade, Bransford,
and Old Union banded together to form Colley-

ville. Colleyville was incorporated in 1956.

...Jesse James’ uncle operated a chicken farm at
alocation somewhere west of the HPE building
on this campus in the early 1900°s.

...Isham Chapel was nine miles east of Fort
‘Worth on the Hurst-East Randol Mill Road.
Isham Chapel School ceased offering classes in
1892. The town died out soon thereafter.

...Thomas School, or “Wouldya Have Thought
It” School was founded on the southeast coner
of the intersection of Highway 10 and Precinct
Line Road. The nickname arose because of lo-
cal amazement that the immediate community
would need to have two schools.

...The Caddo Indians and other eastern wood-
land tribes co-existed in the area and sometimes
conflicted with the Plains Indians. Many arrow-
heads and other relics are evidence that Caddos
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...Bransford, one of the towns that eventually
made up Colleyville, was 12 miles northeast of
Fort Worth and was founded in 1888.

...Grapevine was once called Leonardsville, af-
ter Archibald Leonard, who had come to the
Grapevine area in 1845. Solon Dunn, opened
the first store in 1859. The town then was
called Dunnville. The townspeople then wanted
to change the name to Grapevine, since it was
near Grapevine Springs and it did so in 1907.

...Mosier Valley was established in the 1870’s
south of the HEB area on the north bank of the
Trinity River. It was founded by Robert and
Dilsie Johnson. The population was 300 in
1930. The community was largely crowded out
due to urban growth brought on by the airport,
as well as an encroaching highway system. The
town’s population was reduced to 150 by 1990.

...Keller was first named Double Springs.
Around 1884 it was named Athol. In 1885 it
was named Keller, after J. W. Keller, who was
an employee of the Texas and Pacific Railroad.
In 1935 the population was 320.

..Jellico was located near the intersection of FM
1709 and FM 1938, near the present location of
Southlake. The town was founded in 1881.

1975 there were 20 inhabitants.

...Glade, one of the towns that made up Colley-
ville, had a population of 20 in 1930 and had 1
business at that time.

...Miller’s School was located on Denton Creek,
about 3 miles west of Grapevine. It was a small
farming community.

...Pleasant Glade was located 19 miles from Fort
‘Worth on the Grapevine-Arlington Road. There
was a population of 75 in 1935.

...Pleasant Run was located 13 miles northeast
of Fort Worth. It was primarily a dairy farming
community. The population in 1935 was about
50.

...Spring Garden was North of present day Bed-
ford. The town was established by Samuel
‘Whitton in 1854.

...Watauga was named for the Watanga Indians.
The name means “village of many waters”. In
1935, the town had 2 stores and a school with 3
teachers and 53 students.

...White’s Chapel was located 16 miles north-
east of Fort Worth. Its population in 1935 was
40. One of the oldest cemeteries in Tarrant
County was located there. The cemetery re-
mains, as well as a church

...Minter’s Chapel, also
known as Muriel, was lo-
cated 16 miles northeast of
Fort Worth. It was
established in 1890. The
population was 10 in 1910
and was 18 by 1935. In

by that name. A road exists
today called White’s Chapel
Road in Southlake.

Towns that might only be
remembered by a street
name or a school remain a
legacy to the past.
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
